A spill of cyanide has been identified in a stream that acts as a water source for Dumasi community in the Wassa West District of the Western Region. The cyanide spillage was by Bogoso Gold Ltd. A subsidiary of Golden Star Resource. This is the Second time spill of cyanide has been identified in a stream at Dumasi also by Bogoso Gold Limited. The spoilage of cyanide is a discharged to the environment of leach hate containing levels of free cyanide (0.3mng)L) which is very poisoneous.The spillage which occurred around 5.30am has killed plan Aquatic Fauna: including fish, crabs and molcus.At the time I reached Dumasi community the whole community was in grief. 

On reaching the scene I also identified dead fishes some of which were taken to BGL mines site by a cross section of the core management members of company including the general Manager.

Speaker to Kofi Gyatua,a member of the community who 1st prompted the community on a cyanide spillage after he drunk the water, said the management took him including 2 others namelyAdu Isaac and Festus Arthur who had also drunk the water, to the company’s clinic and gave them some tablets. According to Kofi Gyatua he has lost appetite and also experiencing itching of the tongue as well as dizziness. A 5-month-old pregnant Efia Nkaa was very perplexed because 

She did not actually know what would happen to her now that plenty of aquatic fauna are dying. The chief farmer of Dumasi, Justice Oppng expressed regret at the latest development. Mr Oppong said the recklessness on behalf of BGL on the community is wicked and serious because the company has not learnt any lesson from the first spillage, which have still not been resolved. According to Mr. Oppong when he was informed he did not believe it until he went to the scene to ascertain things for himself .He said upon reaching the scene, he met some management of the company including the General Manager who readily confirmed the spillage. Amongst Members of the community who drunk some of the water and spoke tome Amoah, Kwadwo Gyanbena,Patrick Boosompim,Kwasi Abochi and Maxwell Botwe.The rest are Francis Atobrah,Kwabena ofori,Philip Torahs and Robert Mensah
